17 Kipor IG1000  
Digital Generator
If you thought generators were 
big, smelly and noisy, you haven’t 
seen this chirpy sealed unit that’s 
no bigger than a case of merlot 
and only weighs 14 kg. The power 
it produces is also remarkably 
“clean” – you can run sensitive 
digital equipment with no fear of 
overloading or blowing a fuse. With 
a 1 000 W output, you can power 

similar things to the Power Trolley, 
but with enough unleaded petrol 
you can do so inde�nitely.

This generator is great for 
watching the rugby during load-
shedding or for running your LED 
lights and camping fridge in the 
Kgalagadi. It’s so quiet that the 
neighbours (or the lions) won’t be 
complaining about the noise. 

If you want to run a few more 
appliances (your home fridge, plus
